AFTER ENGAGEMENT

Prepare invitation list.

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SIX MONTHS BEFORE WEDDING

Make honeymoon plans and reservations.

Order limousines.

Reserve limousine transportation for your honeymoon.
Select your rings.

Select gifts for groom and attendants.

Begin addressing invitations.

Begin recording gifts and writing thank you notes.
Make appointment with doctor for complete physical.
Go with fiancé for marriage license.
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FOUR TO SIX WEEKS BEFORE WEDDING

. Order flowers.

Order wedding cake.

Arrange accommodations for out-of-town attendants.
Complete fittings for gowns.

Mail the wedding invitations.

Continue recording gifts and writing thank you notes.
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TWO0 WEEKS BEFORE WEDDING

Make arrangements for reception seating and give final count.

Arrange for the move into your new home and take care of name change at banks, etc.
Make a last minute check on your trousseau and check the luggage.

Make appointment with hairdresser for the wedding.

Check on accessories for you and your attendants — have fiancé check on ushers.
Continue recording gifts and writing thank you notes.
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NE WEEK BEFORE WEDDING

1. Check last minute details with clergyman, caterers, florist, photographer and limousine service.
2. Arrange rehearsal.

3. Entertain bridal attendants.

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THE GROOM’S FAMILY

1. Personal Traveling expenses and hotel bills.
2. Entertaining for bride and groom (often the rehearsal dinner).
3. Wedding Gift.

THE BRIDE’S FAMILY

Bride’s Gown, accessories and trousseau.

Wedding stationery.

Flowers for bride’s attendants, church and reception decorations and corsages for friends who assist at reception.
Limousines for bridal party.

Engagement and wedding photographs.

All ceremony expenses except the clergyman’s fee.
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ATTENDANTS

1. Wedding clothing and accessories.
2. Traveling expenses.

3. Wedding gift.

4. Entertaining the bride or groom.
